ANIMAL FORTUNES

The Lunar Year, which began on February 19, 1996, marked the beginning of a new 12-year cycle in the Chinese calendar.  As the Animal Years run through their sequence, people born under each sign will be subject to the influences of each new Animal Year. RAT FORTUNES FOR THE YEAR AHEAD
