APPENDIX 6: Description of Photographs

Buddhist Photographs:

1. Gorin-to are memorial stones that are found near temples.

2. Pagodas are structures that are usually three or five stories tall and found in some temple complexes.

3. Jizo statues are red-bibbed statues of the guardian of sufferers; the bibs are often placed by mothers who have ill children or whose children have passed away.

4. Tsukubai is a stone wash basin for a tearoom. This is located at Ryoanji Temple, Kyoto.

5. Todai-ji Temple was completed in 752 in Nara, Japan.

6. Zenko-ji Temple was completed in 670 Nagano, Japan.

7. Rock Garden – Ryoanji Temple in Kyoto, Japan is famous for its Zen Buddhist rock garden of white sand and 15 rocks.

Shinto Photographs:

1. Shimena Wa is a rope of twisted straw that is hung over the entrance to shrines to separate the outside world from the spiritual.

2. Toni is a gateway to mark the entrance to shrines.

3. Ornamon are good-luck charms (amulets) that are sold at shrines.

4. Ema boards – visitors to shrines can write their prayers and wishes on these boards and hang them at shrines.

5. Meiji Shrine was completed in 1920 Tokyo, Japan.

6. Toshogu Shrine is located in Nikko, Japan.

7. Oyama Shrine is located in Kanazawa, Japan.
