	Description of the program:

( The PRE-DEPARTURE SEMINAR SERIES will be tentatively held on the following five Saturdays from 8:30am – 3:00pm: March 1, March 22, May 10, May 31, and June 21. These sessions are designed to give students an academic and language foundation in Chinese studies to better prepare them for the travel portion of the program. 

( The TRAVEL PROGRAM TO CHINA will take place in two consecutive groups, from June 26 to July 17 and from July 17 to August 7, 2003. The program is based at Beijing University for the first ten days, where students will study Mandarin and attend academic seminars. Each group will then travel to the ancient capital of Xi’an, to the Buddhist caves of Longmen in Luoyang, and to the grassland of Inner Mongolia. 

( POST-TRAVEL SUMMER INSTITUTE will be held on August 21 and 22. During this time, students will be required to present a project that will be based on their study and travel experiences. 

Application Process:

· Each applicant should submit the following three items to The American Forum for Global Education:  

1) An ESSAY describing why you wish to participate in this project. It should answer the following questions: 

· How much do you know about China? What do you want to learn about China?

· Why do you think you would be an excellent diplomat to China? 

· What do you hope to gain from the experience?

· How might you apply what you have learned?

· What do you plan to do one year from now?

2) Two RECOMMENDATION LETTERS.

3) A completed APPLICATION FORM. 

· We will conduct interviews in December and January.

· At the beginning of February 2003, we will inform you as to whether or not you have been accepted.
